STANDING RULES 

The following Standing Rules, SR1, SR3, and SR4 are written in the RWOP 2011 Directory on Page 42 as follows: 
 

 SR 1: Meetings of this Club are generally the fourth (4th) Tuesday of the month. All arrangements and times shall be 

  as determined by the Board of Directors and the Club shall meet at least six (6) times per year.  
 

 SR3: Invited candidates and their guests shall pay for their lunches. Any campaign literature circulated or displayed 
 at meetings shall be for Republicans only. During a non-partisan election, all candidates MAY be invited to 

 speak and to display their campaign literature. 
 

 SR4: All other invited speakers shall be registered Republicans and the Club shall pay for their lunches. 
 

The following Standing Rules, SR1, SR3, and SR4 were amended and voted on as written below by the RWOP membership at 

the General Meeting held on Tuesday, October 18, 2011.  
 

 SR1: Meetings of this Club are generally the fourth (4th) Tuesday of the month unless a scheduled conflict 
 exists. All arrangements and times shall be as determined by the Board of Directors. The Club shall 

 meet at least six (6) times per year. 
 

 SR3: Invited candidates and their guests shall pay for their lunches. Any campaign literature circulated or 

 displayed at meetings shall be for Republicans only. 
 

 SR4: All other invited speakers shall be registered Republicans and the Club shall pay for their lunches. 
 

Please note there were no revisions to SR4 so as to maintain compliance with bylaws of the AZFRW and NFRW. 

The date was December 24th, 1914.  The German and the British soldiers fighting each other were in their 
respective trenches trying to stay warm.  They were separated by a slow-moving river somewhere on the 
Western Front near the French-Belgium border.   All was quiet, when suddenly, from the British side, the 
beautiful song, "Silent Night" filled the air.   When it was over, the same song sung in German could be 
heard from the Britsô side of the river.  Before long, soldiers on both sides of the river came out from their 
positions and exchanged friendly greetings of "Merry Christmas" and "auf Deutsch", sharing their 
cigarettes with each other and posing together for photographs.  
 

This is a little known story of  foot soldiers fighting for their respective countries, looking past their 
differences, to make an unofficial temporary truce for that óholyô night. 
 

This year, whenever you hear "Silent Night", please remember that Christmas Eve 97 years ago, and pray 
for our soldiers and their families today who cannot be together this holiday season. We hope that the men 
and women on the battlefield can also experience a temporary truce this Christmas Eve.

The minimum wage was a great idea at one time (much like unions) to protect employees from 
employers. Laws were enacted to ensure business would not exploit their employees by providing a fair 

wage for labor. 
 

In 1938, the first federal minimum wage rate was established by FDR at $0.25/hour. Today, the Fair Labor 
Standards Act (FLSA) allows the states to establish their own minimum wage. It is set anywhere from 
$5.15 to over $8 an hour, depending on what state you live in; Arizonaôs is $7.35/hour; five states do not 
have an established minimum wage. Itôs one way to protect workers against unfair wages offered by an 

employer. But in reality itôs not fair to employers, the largest expense being their labor costs. 
 

Increasing these wage floors seems like they would be helpful and compassionate to workers, but they do 
just the opposite: they impede a companyôs ability to hire more people, hamper businesses' ability to 
compete and, most importantly, make it more difficult for low-skilled workers (mostly teenagers) to find 

entry-level jobs. Entry level jobs are important to the work force in that they teach the basics in getting and 
keeping a job early in oneôs life ï get to work on time, show up consistently, learn a trade and get paid for 

that skill. 
  

The government has done its part to protect the workers from an unfair wage; now let the employer 
decide competitively what is best for their business. When an employer pays someone what he (the 
employer) can afford, it helps the business and it helps the employee. But if the employee is paid more 
than he is worth, the business loses money. If we destroy the goose that lays the golden egg, we lose our 

system of creating wealth. 
 

The government creates unemployment when the labor rate exceeds that which an employee should fairly 
earn, forcing the employer to make the decision not to hire. Sadly, the current administration, in their 
desire to control all things private, would rather have potential employees collect unemployment than 
learn a skill. Once again, government creates an unintended consequence when it gets in the way of free 

markets.
