Truth, Justice and the American Way

Last month we witnessed two major events in the U.S. ï 
President Obama finally released his birth certificate and 
Superman renounced his U.S. citizenship. We had one famous 
person asserting his American citizenship and another, albeit 
fictional, denouncing his. The funny thing is - neither event 

changed our opinion of the person. 
 

Let me discuss the Superman event for a minute: To four 
generations of kids Superman represented ña devoted American 
warrior, who constantly fought for what was rightò. However, in 
the 900th edition of the comic book (the serial began in 1938), 
Superman denounced his U.S. citizenship and his motto: ñTruth, 
justice, and the American way.ò The writers no longer wanted the 
óexceptionalô Man of Steel to be an American citizen but rather a 
citizen of the world. The writers may have stripped Superman of 
his U.S. citizenship, but to those of us who grew up watching 
Superman on TV, he will always be an American with our values 

and our spirit. 
  

Then we have President Obama proudly and defiantly providing 
the long sought after proof of his American citizenship with the 
production of a ógenuineô birth certificate. Obama is a president 
who does not believe in American Exceptionalism (no more than 
Greek Exceptionalism), a president who apologizes for American 
foreign military actions (despite being the only country to 
repeatedly sacrifice the lives of its citizens for the freedom of 
others), and a president who prefers to ñlead from behindò (and 

let France and Britain dictate our actions in Libya).  
 

In stark contrast to Obama, two of our greatest presidents, John 
Kennedy and Ronald Reagan understood the American people 
and the American dream; both presidents viewed America as a 
ñShining City upon a Hillò, taking the metaphor from Puritan John 
Winthropôs sermon to Massachusetts Bay Colonists back in 
1630. Over the course of 400 years of history, America has been 
that City on the Hill where the ñeyes of all people are upon usò. 
Kennedy and Reagan embraced this concept and understood 

the importance of American Exceptionalism.  
 

My conclusion -- Obama may say he is an American and he may 
have a birth certificate to prove it, but it doesnôt change my 
opinion of the man. He does not understand us as a people and 
because he doesnôt, our ñCity on the Hillò is in jeopardy.  As for 
Superman, in my mind he will always stand for, ñTruth, justice, 

and the American wayò!

What does it mean to have a representative government?  A representative government is one in which the voters elect those who 
best represent their values and beliefs, who then conduct their governmental duties accordingly.  In our country, this means that 
we, the people, have an expectation that our elected officials will carry forward the will of the majority of American citizens. 
 

If thatôs the case, why do so many elected officials bend to the pressures of lobbyists and special interest groups ï groups that do 
not necessarily represent the majority of Americans?  If the majority of Americans do not want an increase in the debt ceiling and 
an increase in government spending, why has there been such a large element of compromise just to get the federal budget 
passed for the next fiscal year?  Who do these compromises benefit ï the majority of American citizens? Does the issue of federal 
funding for Planned Parenthood, one of the deal breakers in that process, truly represent what the majority of American taxpayers 
want?  Has the will of the people truly been at the heart of this process? 
 

The framers of our Constitution established our federal government for the purposes of protecting our borders, insuring domestic 
tranquility and unifying the states, promoting the general welfare of the people, (not providing for it), establishing justice and 
securing the blessings of liberty for the citizens of this great nation and their posterity.  Before its adoption, there was much debate 
amidst the framers of the Constitution regarding how much power the central government should be allowed, so as to prevent the 
possibility of tyranny.  The states were to be left with the power to govern themselves. 
 

Today, it seems we have a congress that is afraid to enact the will of the people of our country, and a judicial system that is not 
afraid to dictate against it.  It is now permissible for the federal government to act against the will of the people, even to the point of 
filing lawsuits against the states it was formed to protect.  The State of Arizona is now prevented from enforcing its Senate Bill 
1070, a law passed by the people of Arizona to protect its borders, a law struck down by a court consisting of people who donôt 
even reside in Arizona ï the same court that struck down the voter identification law that required proof of citizenship in order to 
vote. 
 

As American citizens and voters in the election process, we will soon have the opportunity to affect the face of our political 
landscape and, perhaps, bring some semblance back to America of what our founding fathers had in mind when they first 
envisioned our form of government.  During this upcoming election season, it is incumbent upon us to find and promote candidates 
with strong convictions, who are not afraid to stand their ground, who will refuse to bend to the pressures of lobbyists and special 
interest groups ï candidates who will ultimately recognize that they have been elected to represent the WILL OF THE PEOPLE.

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Too often children in our public schools are taught that the United States stole the Southwest from Mexico and as such, the 
states of California, Arizona, New Mexico, Utah, Colorado and Texas actually are part of Mexico. Organizations such as La 
Raza, which means ñthe raceò, are teaching this to students in the Tucson School District and other districts as well. When I 
taught U.S. history in California, I told my students to be aware that they most likely would hear untruths like this if they were to 
take American history in the future. To set the historical record straight, I put together what I called the ñTexas Timelineò. With 
this information in hand, they were ready to defend what really happened as our country expanded. Below you will see dates 

and events as they occurred.

Did America Steal the Southwest from Mexico? 

1821 Mexico wins independence from Spain. 
  

1822 With permission from the Mexican government, Stephen F. Austin establishes a colony of ñOld 300 Familiesò 

in southwest Texas. 
  

1834 30,000 more Americans settle in Texas, and trouble arises between the Texans and the Mexicans. 
  

1835 Stephen F. Austin goes to Mexico City to iron out these problems with President and General Santa Ana, and 
is promptly thrown in jail and held for two and a half years.  The Texans revolt and defeat the Mexican army at 

the Battles of Gonzales and San Antonio. 
  

1836 General Santa Ana and 6,000 Mexican troops ride into San Antonio. The Texans retreat to the Alamo to 

give General Sam Houston time to get an army together to rescue them and to fight Santa Ana. Santa Ana 
and his army massacre the Texans at the Alamo. Next, Santa Ana rides into Goliad, Texas and executes 400 
Texans. General Sam Houston and his army take the Mexicans by surprise and defeat them at the Battle of 
San Jacinto. He rallies the troops with ñRemember the Alamoò!  The Texans win independence from Mexico 

and become the Republic of Texas. 
  

1845 The Lone Star State is admitted to the Union 
  

1846 A dispute arises between the U. S. and Mexico over the border. President Polk sends General Zachary Taylor 
to the Rio Grande. They are fired on by the Mexican army, and the U.S. declares war on Mexico to protect the 
Texas border. 

  

1847 The Americans living in California start the Bear Flag Revolt ,become the Republic of California and  win 
independence from Mexico. The U.S. defeats Mexico, and claims the Southwest for America. 

  

1848 The Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo between the U. S. and Mexico officially ends the war.
