
John Shadegg is the former U.S. Representative for Arizona's 3rd congressional district, serving from 1995 until 2011.  A native of 
Arizona, Shadegg grew up under the influence of his father, Stephen, who served as Senator Barry Goldwater's campaign manager 
and speechwriter. After completing both his undergrad and receiving his juris doctorate at the University of Arizona, Representative 
Shadegg served in the Arizona Air National Guard from 1969 to 1975. He also practiced law, serving as special counsel to the Arizona 
State House Republican caucus from 1991 to 1992, as special assistant attorney general in the State of Arizona from 1983-1990, and 
as advisor to the United State Sentencing Commission. 
 

During his time in office, Congressman Shadegg served as chairman of the Republican Study Commission (RSC), a Republican 
caucus that pushes for significant cuts in non-defense spending, advocates socially conservative legislation, and supports the right to 
keep and bear arms. Following the 2004 election, Shadegg was elected Chairman of the House Republican Policy Committee, the fifth
-ranking position in the House leadership. At that time, he was the only member of the Republican Class of 1994 serving in the House 
Leadership. He resigned that position when he entered the race for Majority Leader in 1996. 
 

Congressman Shadegg is known as an economic conservative who fought for lower taxes and discouraged government waste. While 
in office, he vehemently opposed the Healthcare Reform Package, supported increased border security, and introduced the 
Enumerated Powers Act, a proposed law that would require all bills introduced in the U.S. Congress to include a statement setting forth 
the specific constitutional authority under which each bill is being enacted. Although never passed into law, the House incorporated the 
substantive requirement of the Act into the House rules.

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What is the history of a recall election? Recall is a procedure 
that allows citizens to remove and replace a public official 
before the end of a term of office.  Historically, recall is most 
often used at the local level, such as the city council or school 
board level, but it is being used more frequently at the state 
level. Recall is different from impeachment. Recall is a 
political process. In most states, including Arizona, any 
registered voter can begin a recall campaign for any reason 
and most of the time the reasons are political - specific 
grounds are not required. Impeachment is a legal process that 
requires the House to bring specific charges and the Senate 

to act as the jury. 
 

Most recall attempts at the state level are unsuccessful.  Prior 
to Californiaôs 2003 recall of Governor Gray Davis, the only 
successful recall of a governor occurred in North Dakota in 
1921. In 1988, Arizona voters filed enough signatures for a 
recall election of Governor Evan Mecham but the Arizona 
House of Representatives impeached him before the date of 

the recall election.  
 

Last month during RWOPôs general meeting, Arizona GOP 
Chairman Tom Morrissey said something very interesting. He 
said that he does not endorse a candidate during a primary, 
but that he plans to be very active during the process to recall 
Senator Russell Pearce, Arizona Senate President. He further 
stated this recall is funded by leftists, and if the left will go 

after Senator Pearce, they will go after others.  
 

Senator Pearce seems to always be a lightening rod for 
controversy and almost every voter living in Arizona, and 
some who live outside the state, have an opinion of the 
Senator.  According to whom you talk to, or which blog you 
read, Pearce is either a fan of the nationôs ñmost notorious 
white supremacistsò, or he is a ñmodern day Abraham 
Lincolnò. However, the óonlyô reason Senator Pearce is facing 
a recall election is that he was the primary force behind 
Senate Bill 1070. As Tom Morrissey said, ñPearce has done 

nothing that deserves a recall.ò 
 

As members of the GOP, we need to pay careful attention to 
these recall elections and try to understand the órealô reasons 
and motivating factors behind the recall of any official, 
including those outside of our own state boundaries. It doesnôt 
seem that it is in the best interest of the voters or the ówill of 
the peopleô if we initiate a recall each time we disagree with 
an elected official. There are many politicians who sponsor 
laws or vote differently than we would like, but we always 
have the regular election process to vote them out of office. 
As much as I would like to recall a certain óhigh rankingô 
elected official in Washington, D.C. ï I will do that at the 

appointed time ï on November 6, 2012.

The story of the Pilgrims began in England in 1608. King James I 
was persecuting citizens who did not belong to the Church of 
England. There was no religious freedom in the British Empire. A 
group of separatists who wanted to worship God in their own way, 
set sail for Holland, where they remained for several years. The job 
situation was poor, and their children were speaking Dutch instead 
of English. They wanted to go to the New World, but didn't have the 
money. Finally, the London Company, with permission of the English 
king, and a group of merchants financed their trip to Virginia in 
America. In September of 1619, the party of 35 Pilgrims and 66 
other colonists sailed from Plymouth, England on the Mayflower, 
but, due to bad weather, they landed instead, at Cape Cod Bay. 
They decided to stay there rather than sail down to Virginia. This 
group of colonists was the first to sail to America for religious 

reasons. 

 

Cape Cod, being outside the region controlled by the London 
Company, had no existing government. Therefore, under the 
leadership of William Bradford, the group drew up a document which 
would provide a legal basis for governing the area and 
themselves. It was based on the Bible and was called the Mayflower 

Compact. 

 

Upon arrival, the Pilgrims found a desolate, cold and barren 
wilderness. Bradford's diary says there were "no friends to greet 
them, no houses to shelter them, no inns to find refreshment."  In 
their first winter, half the Pilgrims died of either starvation, sickness, 
or exposure. William Bradford's wife was among those who 
perished. But, through it all, they continued to trust in "the good 
providence of God."  One day, an Indian named Squanto arrived 

and taught them to grow corn and fish for cod. 

 

Life improved, but the Pilgrims did not prosper. They lived 
communally, with everything they grew going into a common store 
house. Stores were doled out equally to each person. In other 
words, they lived in a socialist society. All of the land they cleared 

and the houses they built belonged to the community as well. 

 

William Bradford was elected as the Governor of the colony. He 
recognized that this form of collectivism wasn't working. Many young 
men thought that they shouldn't have to work "for other men's wives 
and children without any recompense".  Some people worked hard 
and some didn't. Finally, Bradford assigned a plot of land to each 
family. The people could work and manage their own property. This 
unleashed free enterprise--and it worked! The capitalistic principle of 
private property works wherever it is tried. The Pilgrim families 
marketed their own crops and products, and the result was, 
according to Governor Bradford was, "It made all hands 
industrious". This was the first time supply-side economics was 
attempted in the New World.  The Pilgrims were so successful that 
they set up trading posts, traded with the Indians, and were able to 

repay their loans to their sponsors back in England. 

 

The Pilgrims gave thanks and glory to God for their abundance, and 
in November 1621, the Pilgrims came together to give thanks with a 
huge feast.  They invited the local Indians, and this became the 

First Thanksgiving.

 November Challenge Question : 

What is the origin of Veterans Day? 

(See page 6 for answer) 

Border Patrol Agent Brian Terry was shot near Rio Rico, Arizona on December 14, 2010, while attempting to 

apprehend a group of armed suspects. Agent Terry was armed with a non-lethal bean bag gun, compliments of our 

US Government. He died the next day. Agent Terry and several other agents were attempting to arrest the group 

when Agent Terry was struck by a round fired from an AK-47. He was a US Marine Corps veteran and had served 

with the US Border Patrol for 3.5 years and had previously served as a police officer with the Lincoln Park 

(Michigan) Police Department. He is survived by his parents, brother, two sisters, five nieces, and one nephew. 

 

It has been less than a year since this tragic incident occurred, but designers of ñOperation Fast and Furiousò (which began in 

April 2009) continue to hide behind their inept decisions that led to the murder of Agent Brian Terry. Here is the story: 

   

The ATF (Alcohol, Tobacco & Firearms), under the Dept. of Justice, designed a scheme called, ñOperation Fast & Furiousò. This 
operation mandated (that is, forced) licensed gun dealers to sell firearms to anyone in order to trace, on a larger scale, the illegal 
networks of crimes connected with these very guns, particularly at the US-Mexican border. Knowing full well that the guns would 
fall into the hands of the Mexican drug cartel and OTMs (other than Mexicans), the ATF was to track the firearms in a sting 
operation to catch those criminals. The AK-47 used to shoot Agent Terry was one of those guns that was forcibly sold by a gun 

dealer in a ñstrawò sale to someone, knowing they will turn around and sell it to a criminal. 

  

A critical misstep by the Dept. of Justice and the ATF, however, was the reckless disregard for the safety of its US citizens, one 
who happened to be a US border patrol agent ð Brian Terry. The head of the ATF, Ken Melson, and several other agents were 
against the plan from the start because of its apparent dangers. Other officials asked them to step aside, and enforced the gun 

sales to proceed as planned ð until Agent Terry was killed. Then the whistleblowers came forward,  and the investigation began.  
 

Attorney General Eric Holder is now in the hot seat to answer questions from the Oversight Committee Chair Darrell Issa and his 
team to learn how all this came to be, and who in their right mind would have authorized such an imbecilic plan. Of course, 
Holderôs memory isnôt so clear these days. He is claiming he had no knowledge of this plan, and that, if he was copied on any 
memos, he didnôt read them. Another disturbing detail is that the Dept. of Justice will not release the names of the four       

suspects arrested in the murder of Agent Terry. 

  

This is one big, federal mess that will not go away quietly or any time soon. Many questions are still unanswered; many people 
still havenôt spoken up about the logistics of the plan and traceability of the firearms. It may be a very long time before Holder 

sleeps well at night.
