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Recently, I heard Senate Majority Whip Steve Pierce talk about extraordinary challenges the Arizona Senate is facing. These 
unusual challenges are taking time away from issues the legislature should be concerned with, such as the economy, immigration, 
and other issues important to the citizens of Arizona.  One case Senator Pierce mentioned is the February incident involving Scott 

Bundgaard, majority leader of the Arizona state Senate.   
 

Senator Bundgaard and his girlfriend were both taken into custody on suspicion of domestic violence. After being taken into 
custody, Sen. Bundgaard told the officers that, as an Arizona state senator, he has ñlegislative immunityò from arrest.  Bundgaardôs 
girlfriend was then arrested and spent the night in custody. Since she was not a lawmaker, she could not claim ñlegislative 

immunityò as Bundgaard did. 
 

The Constitution of Arizona states that members of the Legislature are immune from arrest or civil process for 15 days before and 

during the course of a legislative session.  The exact wording is as follows: 
 

Members of the legislature shall be privileged from arrest in all cases except treason, felony, and breach of the peace, 
and they shall not be subject to any civil process during the session of the legislature, nor for fifteen days next before 

the commencement of each session. (Article IV, part 2, section 6.)  
 

While I am not an attorney, it appears that the intent of the law is to offer state legislators immunity from civil processes before and 
during legislative session and to protect them from being sued, arrested or ordered to testify or produce documents about 
ñlegislativeò acts.  The Arizona Constitution defines ñlegislative acts,ò which basically includes those actions such as voting or 
refusing to vote for certain issues, lobbying other legislators, conducting hearings, examining witnesses, etc.  In other words, they 
are protected from lawsuits stemming from activities of doing usual and customary legislative business. In addition, the Arizona 
Constitution exempts legislators from criminal arrest except in specific circumstances of treason, felony, and breach of the peace.  
Nowhere in the Constitution does it say that a legislator should or will be protected when under suspicion of committing an act of 

domestic violence --- domestic violence was not a widely recognized issue when the Arizona Constitution was written. 
 

I have nothing against Senator Bundgaard, but it is my humble opinion that he tried to use his status as a legislator as a ñGet out 

of Jail Freeò card.  Even  though Bundgaard is a Republican, party affiliation should not make a difference in such a case.   
 

I am not saying that Senator Bundgaard is or is not guilty of domestic violence; that question is up to the courts to decide.  But, it 
definitely seems biased for the police to arrest Bundgaardôs girlfriend without also arresting Bundgaard for committing the same 

offense. 
 

We donôt yet know the final outcome of Senator Bundgaardôs actions or his claims of legislative immunity. What we do know is that 
this case is taking the valuable time, energy and effort of our state legislators when that time should be spent discussing the 
concerns of Arizona citizens. So, Bundgaardôs actions not only left his girlfriend with scrapes and bruises, it also leaves a few 

ñbruisesò on our elected officials and those who serve with dignity.

Weôve all played Jeopardy ï a game where you must answer in the form of a question. Letôs go through a few Jeopardy 

óquestionsô so weôre all clear on the óanswerô.  

 Where an entrepreneurial spirit comes from. 

 How jobs are created. 

 How businesses expand. 

 It decides which health care plan you and your family belong to. 
 

In each instance, of course, the correct answer is: What is, Not the government?  
 

In his 2009 Stimulus Package, Obama promised to get our economy back on track and create more jobs. He predicted his 
administration would create 2.5 million jobs, but in just two short years we have an unemployment rate of 9.1%, the highest in 
decades. Incidentally, the economy created zero new jobs this past August, falling well below the predicted 75,000 jobs that were 

expected to be added.  
 

Yet, many on the left believe government is the answer and voted for that óchangeô. However, it doesnôt square with the 
hardworking American people who are at the bottom of the economic food chain when it comes to Obamaôs policies. Currently, 
one out of every six Americans is dependent on a government aid program and almost half (47%) donôt pay any income taxes at 

all. Along with all the other entitlements, many government-dependent groups are also fighting for their place at the public trough.  
 

While government doesnôt operate like a business (and never will), its policies should reflect a modicum of logic and common 
sense when it comes to growing the economy. Obama needs to pay attention when small business asks government to get out of 
the way. The more regulations that are imposed on businesses, the fewer dollars left over for the private sector to reinvest in our 
economy. In the end, business must make the tough decision on one critical variable ï labor. With the highest corporate tax rate 
in the world, American companies are forced to export jobs.
