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Why America Is Great

Arizona Takes the Lead, Again

Arizona has taken the lead in protecting its citizens and the 
rest of the nation with legislation that will finally get our border 
fence built. Freshman State Senator Steve Smith is doing what 
the federal government canôt seem to understand ï to keep our 
citizens safe. It isnôt only the drug runners and gangs that 
illegally cross our border, but Middle Eastern terrorists that are 
looking for vulnerable openings to continue their Jihad. 
  

Senator Smith helped sponsor Senate Bill 1406 that allows for 
private donations from citizens, businesses and corporations to 
be made to a website (www.buildtheborderfence.com) and to 
use inmate labor and associated costs to be paid through 
those donations. The bill also created the Joint Border Security 
Advisory Committee to ensure oversight and accountability. 
Smith, along with LD1 Rep. Andy Tobin and sheriffs Babeu, 
Arpaio and Dever are some of the notable members of that 
committee. Their mission is to òéPROVIDE a forum where 
testimony can be taken regarding the international border 
between Arizona and Mexico, ANALYZE border crossing 
statistics, and related crime statistics, RECOMMEND methods 
to increase border security, ADMINISTER and manage the 
construction and maintenance of the border fence, and 
SUBMIT annual written reports of its findings to the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives, the President of the Senate, 
and the Governor, with a copy to the Secretary of State.ò 
 

Since the billôs enactment on July 20, 2011, the website has 
received donations from over 3,500 people from all 50 states 
totaling almost $200,000. Itôs not surprising that our military 
stationed all over the world has also contributed to the cause. 
 

In 2006, Congress passed the Secure Fence Act where 
Customs and Border Patrol agents could prevent all unlawful 
entries into the United States, including entries by terrorists, 
other unlawful aliens, instruments of terrorism, narcotics, and 
other contraband. Unfortunately, today only about 10-15% of 
the border is under our operational control; the number of 
illegal aliens who cross the Arizona border everyday is only an 
estimate because there is no way to track them. Unless, of 
course, we look at the 2009-2010 financial hit our state has 
taken ($2.7 billion) in health care services, education and 
imprisonment provided to illegal aliens - funds that could have 
been used for our own citizens.  
 

As we look to the future of Arizona and our country, we need to 
support legislation that will get us results. Many bills get 
passed (such as the Secure Fence Act) with no measurable 
outcomes. Please support SB 1406 and letôs get that fence 
built. 

If I asked you, Iôm sure you could tell me exactly 
where you were and what you were doing when a 
hijacked commercial passenger jet crashed into the 
North Tower of the World Trade Center in New York 
City at 8:46 A.M. on the morning of September 11, 
2001. By the time the fourth hijacked plane had 
crashed in a field outside of Shanksville, 
Pennsylvania at 10:03 A.M. that same sunny 
morning, 2977 innocent people had been murdered. 
Except for the 55 military personnel killed at the 
Pentagon, all were civilians. Mothers, fathers, sons, 
daughters, brothers, and sisters murdered simply 

because they were Americans. 
 

In the aftermath of that horrific tragedy, the American 
people came together as one ï as Americans had 
done every time in their history when attacked or 
threatened by their enemies. I felt the goose bumps 
of American pride when on September 14, 2001 
President Bush stood atop the rubble of the Twin 
Towers with a bullhorn and said, ñI can hear you! I 
can hear you! The rest of the world hears you! And 
the people --- and the people who knocked these 
buildings down will hear from all of us soon!ò Only 
nine months after a controversial Supreme Court 
decision gave George W. Bush the presidency, the 
American people rallied around their president with a 

90% approval rating. 
 

What is it about the American spirit that brings us 
together despite our diversity and differences? I 
believe the glue that binds us as one people is our 
creed, set forth by the Founding Fathers in the 
Declaration of Independence: ñWe hold these 
truths to be self-evident, that all men are created 
equal, that they are endowed by their Creator 
with certain unalienable Rights, that among these 
are Life, Liberty, and the pursuit of Happiness.ò 
When any force, be it internal or external, threatens 
our Life, Liberty, or pursuit of Happiness, we as a 
nation will stand as one to defend our Rights. That 
glue has held strong for 235 years. To honor those 
who have perished to keep us free, I believe we must 
stay true to our creed ï it is what makes America 

great!

Most of us remember where we were and exactly what we were doing when we received the news of the terrorist attacks on our nation 
on September 11, 2001.

Welcome New Members!
