So as | sit here, writing the
April article, today’s date is March 25th, which has been designated
‘National Medal of Honor Day’ by Congress. This day was chosen
because it was the day the first Medals of Honor were presented in
1863 to six members of Andrew’s Raiders.

Despite its national status, the National Medal of Honor Day is little
known and often ignored by many. It is a day we should all express
our national pride and it is a day we should remember those who
have received this prestigious honor. However, as | look through our
local newspaper and even review many other well-known
newspapers, there is nothing written about this tribute day.

Tom Brokaw has written that, in an earlier time, a Medal of Honor
recipient was a special category of hero that everyone in America
recognized. In earlier years, some Medal of Honor recipients were as
familiar as baseball stars or movie stars. One of the best known
recipients was Audie Murphy who went on to become a movie star.

Medal of Honor recipients are of all ages and ethnic backgrounds;
they are also volunteers, draftees, officers, and enlisted men. They
are husbands, fathers, and sons. They worked as butchers, bus
drivers, executives and lawyers. But, almost all have one thing in
common: they are humble men who one would never recognize as
having performed such a heroic and courageous act as to deserve
our country’s highest honor.

In 2008, my husband and | had the privilege of meeting a Medal of
Honor recipient. His name was Tibor ‘Ted’ Rubin, and he was the
only Holocaust survivor to receive the Medal of Honor for his acts of
valor during the Korean War. Even though he was small in stature,
and suffered daily from wounds he sustained in battle and during his
time as a POW in a Chinese prison camp, Mr. Rubin proudly wore
the distinctive ribbon and medal of a Medal of Honor recipient. Mr.
Rubin was one of the more fortunate ones. Many Medal of Honor
recipients have given the ultimate sacrifice and their Medal of Honor
awards were presented posthumously to a spouse of parent.

Many of you may be asking what this has to do with Republican
Women of Prescott. It has to do with each of us as we proudly say
the Pledge of Allegiance before each general meeting. It affects us
as we say prayers asking for protection of those serving our country
in far off lands. It touches us each time we donate money for the
‘troops basket’ so volunteers can mail care packages to those troops
serving overseas.

So, even though ‘National Medal of Honor Day’ may have passed
without much recognition, it is with pride that the Republican Women
of Prescott salute those men and women serving our country on a
daily basis.

This occasion was in honor of our own RWOP member, Sheila Polk, Yavapai County Attorney, for her distinguished
accomplishments in developing and establishing an ethics and civic responsibility training program based on the museum'’s
Lessons of the Holocaust. Initially, the program was designed to train prosecutors in Arizona, but because of Sheila’s continued
efforts, law enforcement and the judiciary are now included as well, not only in Arizona, but across the nation. Well done, Sheila
Polk!

Why is remembering the Holocaust so important? Edmund Burke, 18t century philosopher said, "Those who don't know history
are destined to repeat it.” And how could a madman such as Adolf Hitler rise to power? Edmund Burke also said, “All that is
necessary for the triumph of evil is for good men to do nothing.”

Hitler would never have been successful with his horrific plan had not so many public officials and elected leaders allowed him to
proceed unchecked. Many in the judiciary, law enforcement and the medical community compromised their positions of public
trust, if not their own personal values. Many in the military just responded by ‘following orders’. Over time, their society was
desensitized to human suffering. Not enough people stood up for what was right until it was too late.

Today, there are those in positions of power in the world at large who want the lessons of the past forgotten so that they may
move forward unrestrained by society, unfettered by ethics and moral conviction. In the United States, we are a society of, by and
for the people. With our right to vote, we are ultimately responsible for those we put in authority. We have a responsibility to make
sure that our elected officials are people of integrity and good character, unwilling to compromise or violate the public trust.

It's time we look beyond political buzz words and start looking at what lies beneath. It's not enough to find a candidate who agrees
with you on a couple of issues.

The American Revolution also introduced us to the concept of a limited government. Our government was designed to do only that
what the individual could not; police, military, legislators.
