
 

Owen “Buz” Mills was born in Texas. After serving in the U.S. Marine Corps, he spent time in the heavy 
construction field in engineering technology. After earning his pilot‟s license and a broadcast engineer‟s license, 
Buz left the construction field and entered the communications business as an entrepreneur. He spent the next 
several years in various areas of communications including radio paging and mobile telephone services. He was 
also involved in building a number of Emergency Operations Centers (911 service). He owned and operated a 
number of different businesses in the field of communications including cellular facilities. Buz was also active in 
competitive marksmanship programs and participated in state and national competitions. He has been a member 
of the NRA since 1962, a Life Member since 1984 and  is currently a NRA national board member. 

In 1999 he purchased and is president of Gunsite Academy, the world‟s oldest and largest privately-owned 
firearms training facility. Gunsite has trained USMC/Special Operations personnel that were deployed to Middle 
East as well as instructing law enforcement and civilians on the tactical and effective use of multiple types of 
firearms. A commercial pilot with 6,000 hours and a member of the Sheriff‟s Air Group SAR unit, Buz testified 
before Congress in favor of arming pilots.  Buz has been a political activist and lobbyist and has supported local, 
state and national pro-2nd Amendment candidates.

– Email from terrorist Aldawsari to himself on his 
plans to target US sites, including George W. Bush. 
 

Islamofascists come here to learn our system, assimilate, 
and then wreak havoc on our homeland security. And they 
can especially get away with it under the disguise of a 
student visa, creating yet another terrorist gateway to carry 

out jihad in the US. 
 

That‟s just what Aldawsari, a 20-year-old Saudi student, did 
last month. He lawfully entered the US in September 2008 
where he first mastered English at Vanderbilt, transferred to 
Texas Tech in Lubbock, and then transferred to the local 
community college to study chemical engineering. A 
chemical company owned by the Saudi royals, Saudi Basic 
Industries Corp., gave Aldawsari a scholarship to pay for his 
tuition, living and medical expenses in the United States. 
 

Aldawsari had been researching online how to construct a 
bomb, and has described his desire for violent jihad and 
martyrdom in blog postings and in his journal and had been 
planning it for years. He was arrested by the FBI after the 
biological supply company in NC reported to them the 
suspicious order for the deadly chemical. He told them that 
the phenol he purchased was for off-campus, personal 
research. In early February, it was discovered that he was 
going to use the dangerous chemical to build an IED 
(improvised explosive device). He had also purchased a 
gas mask, a hazmat suit, a soldering iron kit, glass beakers 
and flasks, wiring, a stun gun, clocks, and a battery tester. 
  

Unfortunately, since the 9/11 hijackers, the ease of 
acquiring a travel or student visa has not let up. The 
Department of Homeland Security looks the other way to 
avoid any discrimination against Muslims. Our lawmakers 
need to be aware that we will not tolerate ignoring the 
safety of US citizens. We need to be ever vigilant of those 
terrorists who come here for one reason and one reason 

only – to destroy our way of life.

“All Politics Is Local” ~  Pam Jones

“All Politics Is Local” is a quote often attributed to the late Tip 
O‟Neill, Jr., a Democrat and former Speaker of the House. In 
reality, the quote was passed down to O‟Neill by his father, who 
shared this wisdom after his son experienced his only election 

loss – a run for the Cambridge City Council.  
 

This year I‟ve heard many say they don‟t need to get politically 
involved because this is “not an election year”, I think we need to 
respond back by saying, “No, this is a very important election 
year”. Why? Because this year we have many local elections 
occurring throughout the tri-cities area. In Prescott we have a 
mayoral election and an election for three Council seats; in 
Prescott Valley, there are four Council seats; and in Chino Valley 

there is a mayoral election and three Council seats.  
 

For those who may not consider a local council seat as critical as 
a Congressional seat or other public office, let me remind you that 
many politicians started a career at the local level. Current 
Speaker of the House of Representatives, John Boehner started 
on the Board of Trustees in Union Township, Ohio, before he 
became a State Representative in Ohio.  Arizona Secretary of 
State, Ken Bennett began his career on the Prescott City Council 
as did State Representative Karen Fann before she served on the 

Chino Valley City Council and as Mayor of Chino Valley.  
 

No matter which city or township you live in, you need to get 
involved and find out who is running for Mayor or City Council. 
Then you need to “vet” these candidates by asking difficult, yet 
important questions. If they are a business owner, find out how 
they run their business; how they treat their employees and 
customers. Ask about their prior civic affiliations.  Talk to people 
who know the candidate, both professionally and personally.  Find 

out where they stand on the issues important to you.  
 

We should do this same due diligence for local candidates 
running for re-election.  Find out how they voted during their 
tenure. Find out if they asked the hard questions when evaluating 
important issues. Attend council meetings and observe their 
interactions with other council members and the citizens. Again, 

ask the tough questions and expect an honest answer.  
 

Unfortunately, too many of us don‟t spend the time to “vet” our 
candidate. Instead, we meet a candidate, they are friendly, and 
we think that he or she is a “good guy” who deserves our vote. In 
the long run, your community will be better served by researching 
a candidate prior to the election, rather than complaining about 

one afterwards. 
 

So, even though he was a Democrat, I have to agree with former 

Speaker Tip O‟Neill in saying that “All politics is local”.

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Shortly after the end of the Civil War, Andrew Johnson took over the Presidency when Abraham Lincoln was assassinated,  
and the country was once again in turmoil. At that time there was a majority of Republicans in the Congress, and they were 
able to pass several amendments to the constitution known as “The Civil War Amendments”.  Among them was the 14th 
Amendment.  Because of the Supreme Court‟s previous “Dred Scott Decision” stating that slaves were not citizens, but 
property, this Amendment was created to nullify that decision. The 14th Amendment, in part, states: “All persons born or 
naturalized in the United States, are citizens of the United States and of the state wherein they reside”, thus making former 
slaves and their children citizens of the United States. 
  
Let‟s fast-forward to 2011. Our current President and his liberal constituents are telling us that the 14th Amendment also 
applies to children born to parents who illegally entered the United States. Many believe this interpretation to be false. The 
Arizona Governor and Legislature are actively pursuing legislation for our state that clarifies that belief. This legislation states 
that only those with at least one parent who is a citizen of the United States can be considered legal citizens, and that the 
parent would have to prove his or her legal status. Those legislators who support the “Birthright“ citizenship bill hope that the 
U.S. Supreme Court will eventually rule on this issue. 
  
The United States has requirements that must be met by those from other countries who wish to come here and become 
citizens. Countless naturalized citizens have waited long periods of time and worked hard to earn United States citizenship. 
Is it then right to allow those who have illegally entered our country and made use of the all the privileges that come with 
citizenship, continue to do so at the expense of legal residents? What about those who illegally cross our border time and 
time again to commit crimes? Absolutely not! If an individual wants to become a naturalized citizen, there are legal steps that 
must be followed, and sneaking across the border isn‟t one of them.
