
 Pinal County Sheriff Paul Babeu is currently serving a second term as the president of the Arizona Sheriff‟s Association. The 
Sheriff‟s Association is comprised of the elected sheriffs of all 15 Arizona counties. He won his first term in a landslide election 
victory in 2008 over the incumbent sheriff. He earned statewide and national attention with his outspoken stances against 
photo-enforcement cameras and illegal immigration. He is Arizona‟s youngest sheriff and leads the third largest sheriff‟s Office 
in the state with 700 full-time employees.  
 
During this past year, Sheriff Babeu retired from the Arizona Army National Guard. During his tenure he served a tour in Iraq 
and spent 16 months deployed in Arizona as a Commander with Operation Jump Start (OJS), Southwest Border Mission. 
Sheriff Babeu served 20 years in the Army National Guard, where he started service as an enlisted Private/E-2 and ended it as 
an Officer with the rank of Major. 
  
Sheriff Babeu‟s education includes an Associate Degree in Law Enforcement, Bachelor Degree in History/Political Science, 
and a Master of Public Administration, Suma Cum Laude. He is a member of numerous military, civic, and business groups.

During his 2008 campaign the president said he wanted to 
change the tone of Washington and get Congress to do the 
will of the people. But only 14 months after he was sworn into 
office Obama slapped us with one of the biggest shams 
undermining our freedom – a highly unpopular national 
healthcare law that will affect every business and individual by 
forcing them to participate or be fined. 
 

But as his community organizing mode kicks into high gear 
Obama has been issuing waivers to 725 organizations and 
businesses that so far include 2.1 million people, his union 
buddies, exempting them from having to participate. It's 
obvious this healthcare law is not as great as it was sold to be 
if that many people want to opt out. Enter the 112th Congress. 
 

REPEAL – Many people may know that House Republicans 
(and three Democrats) voted on Jan. 19 to repeal Obamacare 
(thank you!). But few may know that the very next day those 
same House Republicans, with more than a dozen Democrats, 
set in motion replacement policies for this egregious bill. 
 

REPLACE – By a vote of 253 to 175, the GOP reported on 
ways to lower healthcare premiums, allow patients to keep 
their current health plans, increase access to coverage for 
those with pre-existing conditions and cap medical lawsuits 
damages. In other words, committees are working to replace 
Obamacare with Republican health policies that would actually 
fix health care problems, not just allow a government takeover. 
 

REPEALS – Since full repeal won't pass in the Senate there 
will be votes to repeal various sections of Obamacare. Before 
Democrats passed the bill last year many admitted they didn't 
like certain parts or that the bill as a whole wasn't perfect. 
Even after Obamacare became law they still didn‟t want to 
change anything. That is, until they lost their majority in the 
House in the 2010 election. Now Democrats are talking about 
nonpartisan ways to fix what never should have become law in 
the first place. 
 

In the next 18 months Senate Democrats, especially those 
facing tough re-election fights in 2012, will have a chance to 
vote on sections of Obamacare. With 47 Republican senators, 
the GOP would need only 4 Democrats to reach a majority for 
repealing or changing significant parts of the healthcare law. 
 

Republicans believe they can get the votes to do the will of the 
people. And if key parts of Obamacare fall, it's not clear 
whether the entire bill can remain intact. Now that‟s „hope and 
change‟ we can all embrace.  

A Little R & R ð Repeal & Replace

Once again the Republican leadership in Arizona is setting the 
national agenda by challenging the status quo and the difficult 
issues that other legislators shy away from.  Last summer, with 
the passage of SB1070, Arizona state lawmakers took a stand by 
challenging the federal government to act on the illegal 
immigration problem. Now, Arizona is challenging the federal 

government to target birthright citizenship.  
 

Birthright citizenship allows, under the 14th Amendment to the 
Constitution, the automatic citizenship of a baby born on U.S. soil 
to anyone in the country illegally. Lawmakers argue that the 
“original intent” of the 14th Amendment was to grant citizenship to 
freed U.S. slaves; that it was never the intent to apply to children 
of foreigners born in the U.S.  No other country allows “birthright 

citizenship” for illegal immigrants. 
 

There are some lawmakers who contend that the Constitution 
does not need to be changed in order to end birthright citizenship. 
They argue that Congress can regulate who qualifies for birthright 
citizenship via legislation. For example, lawmakers could deny it 
to children born to illegal immigrants.  However, lawmakers are 
quick to acknowledge that passage of such a bill would be very 
difficult as long as President Obama is in office; and amending 

the Constitution would be next to impossible. 
 

Legal experts disagree over whether the content of the 14th 
Amendment actually does allow for birthright citizenship.  The 
argument is over the phrase, “subject to the jurisdiction thereof” – 
a single phrase in the 14th Amendment that some say does not 
apply to illegal immigrants because they are not subject to U.S. 
jurisdiction.  A 2005 Congressional Research Service did a report 
on birthright citizenship and concluded that the courts have never 
ruled on the specifics of whether a native-born child of illegal 

immigrants may be a U.S. citizen.   
 

Although Arizona is at the forefront on this issue, at least fourteen 
other states are seeking to tighten laws against illegal 
immigration. These states are going to have to challenge the 
federal government and it will become a „hot button‟ issue of 
debate, as we saw this summer with the Arizona passage of 
SB1070.  Arizona will be thrust into the spotlight while the Obama 
administration demonizes those states seeking to enforce 
immigration laws; and those of us who support tightening the 
border and cracking down on illegal immigration and birthright 
citizenship will, once again, be portrayed as bigots and racists by 

the likes of Chris Matthews and Rachel Maddow. 
 

To hear more on the issue of illegal immigration and the problems 
facing Arizona, plan on attending the February luncheon, as we 
will hear firsthand from Sheriff Paul Babeu the problems facing 

the legal citizens of Arizona on a daily basis.
